How does a relationship with Jesus defeat religion? 

 

Rest over Burdens 
“‘Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest. For 
my yoke is easy and my burden is light’” (Matthew 11:28 & 30). 
 

How hard is it for others to follow you? 

 

“”And you experts in the law, woe to you, because you load people down with 
burdens they can hardly carry, and you yourselves will not lift one finger to help 
them’” (Luke 11:46). 
 

Benevolence over Self-Preservation 
“‘For whoever wants to save their life will lose it, but whoever loses their life for 
me will find it’” (Matthew 16:25). 
 

How are you giving your life to give life to others? 

 

“Religion that God our Father accepts as pure and faultless is this: to look after 
orphans and widows in their distress and to keep oneself from being polluted by 
the world” (James 1:27). 
 

Sincerity over Hypocrisy 
“‘These people honor me with their lips, but their hearts are far from me. They 
worship me in vain; their teachings are merely human rules’” (Matthew 15:8-9).

Mercy over Judgment 
“‘Then neither do I condemn you,’ Jesus declared. ‘Go now and leave your life 
of sin’” (John 8:11).
